Abstract: This document provides a template for ICCLL2024 paper submission. The abstract of your paper should appear here. The abstract itself should be a single paragraph and is typed in block format, that is, without paragraph indentation. Type all numbers–except those that begin a sentence–as Arabic numerals. The total length of the abstract should be approximately 300 words. In addition, include at most 5 keywords of your paper immediately after the abstract.

1. Introduction

This is the template for International Conference on Chinese Language Learning full paper submission. Please use this template (eng_ina_template.doc) for English and Indonesian paper. Please save this template with a different file name, and then replace the headings and contents with your paper contents. If there are differences between the instructions and this template, please refer to this template.
2. Paper Layout

You should use Microsoft™ Word to format your paper. The conference receive DOC file.
Please use A4 paper (21 × 29.7cm [8.27 × 11.7inches]). The margins on each side (top, bottom, left, and right) should be 2.54cm (1 inch). All contents, including pictures and tables should be placed inside the margins. Page numbers will be set by the committee. 
3. Title
Paper title should be written centered, in 16pt, boldface Times New Roman, initial capital letters. It should be double spaced. Articles, conjunctions, prepositions should not be written in initial capital letters, except for the first word in the title. Please provide a blank line after the title. If you write your paper in Indonesian, please provide English title under the Indonesian title (place a blank line in between).
4. Author and Institution

The author’s full name and institution name should be placed after the blank line under the title, written centered, in 11pt, Times New Roman, single spaced. Please type in the full name, followed by the institution name, and then the email address. Please provide a blank line after the email address

If there are more than one author with different institutions, please put the second author and institution name under the first author’s data. Provide a blank line between each author’s data.
If there are more than one author from one institution, please put the author names on one line, then place the institution name on the next line. The email addresses should be written in this form {author1, author2|@institution.
5. Abstract and Keywords

If you write your paper in Indonesian, you must also provide English abstract. 

After a blank line under the author’s data, please write the abstract in 11pt Times New Roman, italic boldface: Abstract: followed by a space, then the body of the abstract in 11pt Times New Roman italic. The body of the abstract should be approximately 300 words. Below the abstract, use 11pt boldface Times New Roman to input Keywords: followed by your keywords (not more than five). Use comma (,) between each word. 
If you write in Indonesian, English abstract should be placed after Indonesian abstract.

Provide two blank lines after the English abstract.
6. Contents and Citations

The contents of the paper should be written in 11pt Times New Roman, single spaced, justified. Each paragraph’s first line indent is 0.63cm (0.25inches). There are no blank lines between paragraphs.

Citations under 40 words can be written directly in the body sentences, followed by the reference used (American Psychological Association, 2001, p.292). Citations with more than 40 words in length, should be written using the format below:
If the citation is more than 40 words and in one paragraph, left indent is 0.63cm (0.25inches), single spaced lines, justified. 

If the citation is in more than one paragraph, the second paragraph and the following paragraphs’ first lines are indented 1.26cm (0.5inches). Please put the reference at the end of the citations (American Psychological Association, 2001, p.292).
After the citation, the following contents of the paper is written using the aforementioned content format. Please refer to APA guidelines for detailed information about referencing and citations. 
7. First-level Heading

First-level heading, such as 1. Introduction is written in boldface 14pt Times New Roman, double spaced. Heading number should be followed by a point (.).
7.1. Second-level Heading
Second level heading is written using 12pt boldface italic double spaced Times New Roman. Heading number should be followed by a point (.), e.g. 7.1.

7.1.1.Third-level Heading and Next Level Headings Usage of small subsequent paragraph like this should be avoided. But if it is unavoidable, please use italic boldface 11pt Times New Roman, single spaced, as third-level heading. After the heading, provide a space, followed by the small paragraph content.
The body content of third-level and next level headings is written using the format of paper body content. Fourth-level and next level heading formatting is the same with third-level heading.
8. Figures and Tables
All figures and tables should be numbered consecutively and captioned. Figures are recommended in .gif or .jpg format. Tables can be written using any format available from your word processor. Captions for figures and tables should be written in 11pt centered Times New Roman. The numbering of figures and captions are done separately. Figure caption is placed below the figure, table caption is placed on top of the table.

8. Footnotes

Footnotes should be numbered according to their occurrence in the paper. The number is written using Arabic numerals, superscript 1 . Please do not use footnote feature of your word processor2. After the end of last section of your paper, use the format of first-level heading to write footnotes (Times New Roman, 14pt, boldface) title. All footnotes will be listed under the heading. Every entry is first line indented 0.63cm (0.25inches), listed according to their occurrence in the paper. It is written using the formatting of paper content.
9. References

If there are references cited, the source should be written and also listed in the References section. The references section is placed at the end of the paper. The section heading is formatted using first-level heading format (Times New Roman, 14pt, boldface). All of the references are listed under the heading. They are ordered according to the family name of first author or first editor. Please use APA format to cite the references.
